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Siuolaikiniame sporte neretai dominuoja jsitikinimas, kad pagrindinis tikslas —
laiméjimas bet kokia kaina. Taciau sporto kaip socialinio, kultGrinio reiskinio
prasmingumas grindziamas etiniu, vertybiniu pagrindu. Todél modulyje
studentai pirmiausiai supazindinami su olimpinio judéjimo, kaip Olimpizmo
filosofijos iStaky, raidos désningumais, kartu analizuojant sporto apskritai
istorijos raida, tuo paciu aptariant ir Lietuvos sporto vaidmenj tautinio
tapatumo formavimuisi. Modulyje suteikiamos Zinios apie olimpinio ugdymo
sampratg bei supaZindinama su praktine jo taikymo patirtimi. Taip pat
modulyje supazindinama su etikos samprata, pareigos ir pasekmiy etika,
analizuojamas etiniy vertybiy, kilnios kovos ir moralinio elgesio sporte
prasmingumas, gilinamasi j moralinj sportininky elgesj lemiancius veiksnius.

Modern sports are often dominated by the belief that winning at all costs is
the ultimate goal. However, the meaning of sport as a social and cultural
phenomenon is based on an ethical, value-based basis. Therefore, the module
first familiarises students with the concept of ethics, the ethics of duties and
consequences, then analyses the meaning of ethical values, fair play, and
moral behaviour in sport, and explores the determinants of athletes' moral
behaviour. It is linked to the philosophy of Olympism and the role of Olympic
education in contemporary sport and in the context of the education of
children and young people.
